Removing the lid

Using the key provided release the Lift the front of the lid until it is clear With one hand at the back of the bin push
lock plunger. of the top of the bin body. the lid towards the back and lift away.



Adding a refuse bag

While pushing the lid backwards lift upwards Place a 100 litre LINPAC bag in the bin
to release the back catches. and stretch over the aperture.

Replacing the lid

To replace the lid first take note of the ...and the metal brackets on the back Lower the back of the lid so the catches
moulded hooks on the back of the lid... of the bin body. engage with the metal brackets.
